Steps have been taken to preserve 
the pristine natural beauty of the 
campus. The tree saplings planted in 
the campus by the NSS and Nature 
Club (Eco Club) members have added 
to the already existing green spaces in 
the campus. The Boys’ waiting lounge 
resembles a min-botanical garden 
with its shrubs and trees. As part of 
the campus beautification process, a 
garden is being developed near the 
main entrance of the college.

The 
outer walls of the department staff room have 
depicted the richness of the flora and fauna of the 
Indian sub-continent and it is a true expression 
of the love towards nature. The motif of nature 
and rural life is explicitly expressed through the 
representation of a young woman fetching water 
from a pond. Even the pillars are embellished with 
designs based on nature.The ‘Creative Woods’ 
provided hands-on experience for the students in art 
and architecture. The representation of nature and 
art has provided valuable lessons in ‘rasa’ theory 
or aesthetics. Around 50 students received hands-
on experience through this project. They were able 
to learn about sketching, mould-making, exposure 
to the different types of tools used in mural art, 
miniature model making, colour theories and the art 
of interior designing.

Literature, Nature  
and Learning 

Learning from Nature 

Nature provides several opportunities to learn and 
improve. Creativity, problem-solving, hands-
on learning are some of the ways the academic 

plan can be integrated with nature. At DRBCCC Hindu 
College, Nature complements learning. There are many 
activities conducted against the backdrop of Mother 
Nature in the campus. The classrooms and the buildings 
are located amid trees. Most of the classrooms are well-
ventilated and the cool natural breeze that flows in from 
outside invigorates the mind and body of the learner. 
The classroom windows offer a panoramic green view 
of the campus. Outdoor learning is encouraged by 
the College management. Academic programmes like 
guest lectures, poetry reading sessions are conducted 
outside the classroom. The sight of the students seated 
under a tree with their teacher reminds us of the Indian 
traditional way of learning. The PG Department of Social 
Work uses the open natural spaces inside the campus for 
street theatre rehearsals. Street theatre performances are 
part of their curriculum and the open green space inside 
the campus provides them with the perfect training 
area. The Department of Visual Communication as 
part of their hands-on learning experience has created a 
mural art based on the motif of nature. The department 
also conducts Photography practical classes in the open 
area near the sports ground. 
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Nature club ( Eco Club) of DRBCCC Hindu College 
was established in the year 2017 with the firm 

support and blessings of the college management. 
Nature Club aims to improve the environmental settings 
inside the campus by encouraging students and faculty 
members to actively participate in tree planting, reduce 
pollution and promote environmental behaviour. 
Nature Club ( Eco Club) has so far completed three 
major projects inside the college campus. The first one 
is the Rain Water Harvesting System (RWH). RWH was 
set up on the campus with the unflinching support of 
the college management. There are sixteen locations 
for rainwater harvesting inside the campus which 
will replenish the groundwater level. The RWH was 
completed in July 2019 for eight lakhs. Another project 
is the planting of one hundred fifty trees. This was done 
in connection with the 150th Birth Anniversary of our 
Founder. The trees were planted between July and 
August 2019. The tree saplings included Neer Maruthu, 
Naval, Nelli, Arasamaram, Allamaram and Nilavembu. 
The third project undertaken by the Nature Club ( Eco 
Club) was the Solid Waste Management (SWM) project. 
The SWM process involves the collection of waste and 
the recycling of the biowaste into manure. The guidelines 
of Avadi Municipal Corporation is followed in the SWM 
operations. The activities are coordinated and supported 
by the staff and students of the Nature Club (Eco Club). 
All these projects became a reality with the unstinted 
support of the DRBCCC college administration.

Green Audit was conducted by the Nature Club (Eco 
Club) of DRBCCC Hindu College on two days .i.e 

20th and 21st April 2021. The counting of trees and 
classification was done with the help of the Green Audit 
Committee which consisted of thirteen professors from 
various departments. The most important objective was 
to count and classify the trees available in the college 
campus. The audit also aimed at finding and matching 
the botanical names of trees with their respective 
common name. Name plates with the details were 
designed and placed near the trees. The trees were 
identified using the Google Lens app. 1088 trees were 
spotted on the campus and they belong to 110 species. 
The most common type of trees discovered in the 
campus were Pungan and Neem Trees. The convenor of 
the Nature Club, Dr B Kalaiyarasan,  coordinated with 
the management to make the Green Audit a successful 
one. In the report submitted to the management, the 
convenor and the committee members recommended 
setting up of a Butterfly Garden in the campus. They also 
mooted the idea to improve the aesthetic and ecological 
value of the campus by creating a natural forest through 
the Miyawaki method.

Activities of the  
Nature Club
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DRBCCC Hindu College is surrounded by 
more than 1000 trees. Even though we lost 

some trees due to Cyclone Vardah in 2016, the 
natural beauty of the campus is now restored. Our 
College management has taken a lot of effort to 
preserve the green spaces inside the campus. This 
is one way of paying tribute to the Founder of our 
college who believed that true  learning happened 
in a natural ambience. Most of the preservation 
and restoration activities are done through the 
Natural Club ( Eco Club).  Our campus is both 
pollution and plastic-free. The campus with its 
greenery serves as a buffer to reduce physiological 
and emotional stress while boosting attention and 
focus. I will miss this stunning campus once I 
complete my studies. As a student, I am thankful 
to the ones who planted these trees in our campus 
a long time ago. Their actions in the past have 
created a space for us to walk, sit and construct 
unforgettable memories about Nature.
